Back ground/Justifi cation :

Anolca County GIS would like pemússion to proceed with the transitìon to "free and open access" GIS
datafor the general public. Cunently, a per record or per lryer chøge exßts for all GIS data sets.
(Jnder the new "free and open access" policy, we will eliminate datafees for commonly requested GIS
døta sets- Ihese data sets will be placed on a public facing non-password protected FTP site that would
be lìnked to iltrottgh our GIS home web page. (Jsers can dov'nload the data aÍ theír convenience,
provided they agree to our "terms snd conditions" disclaimer. Ihis new proÇe$twill reduce the nuniber
of incomìng'data request to the GIS Dept. and eliminate the need to manage døta license agreements-

Ihe GIS Dept. wítl stitt mahttaín a $ST/hour proceôsing fee for aII custom dqta or map requesls and
contìnue chargingfor øll printed materíals. The GIS data sets placed on the FTP site are alreqdy being
maìntaínedþr ínternal business needs and, through scríptíng, we can automate the export of those
data;ets lrom oui internal GIS database to the FTP sìte. Additional data may be added to the FW site at
oar dîscretion, butwe will not add data based on ttser requesis. The GIS FTP døtawíIl be updated a
minimum of quarteþ, butofienttmes monthly orweekly.

RESOLUTION AUTIIORIZING OPEN ACCESS TO GIS DATA

WHEREAS, the County of Anoka ("County") creates, maintains and possesses valuable
geographic information,systerrs ("GIS") data to support its various business pu¡poses; and

\¡I'HEREAS, the Cormty recognizes that this GIS data is also a public resource and there are
significant benefits to making this data freely and openly available; and

WHEREAS, the emergence and continued refinement of new infor-mation technology has
dramatically changed the way citizens search for and expect to find, consume and utilize information,
and such technology can aggregate ever larger quantities ofdata and allow government to provide
information to the pùblic with increasing efficienoy; and

WHEREAS, the Counfy can leverage this technology to meet the public demand for
information, enhance public access to government data and make government processes transparent
in order to promote public trust; and

WHEREAS, ensuring the quality, consistency and availability of such data is a core function
of government and is essential to maint¿ining the data's value and utility.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOTVED that the Anoka County Board of Commissioners
hereby authorizes the Comty GIS Department to publish its GIS dat¿ on iæ website in a commonly
recognþed and easily produced form, available for download by anyone at no cost, subject to
acoepting the terms of the data disclaimer GIS data usage agreement.

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that the Anoka County Board of Commissioners hereby
reserves the right for County business units to charge fees for GIS data provided in other forms and
to accommodate special requests for maps, data, and analysis under the applioable rules and. statrfes
that govern said requests
